3. Design and invent innovative products
that will have a lasting impact on
children by respecting their intelligence
and reflecting their play needs.

4. Utilize technology to enhance content
and the play experience.

5. ldentify and analyze play patterns as
they relate to children’s developmental
and emotional needs.
